* Byclicking on a field in the Events table, admnistrators can drill down into the data tovisualize its value distribution (range),
typically in the form of a histogram or grouped data set.

This provides insight intowhat values are present and how frequently they occur, which is useful for troubleshooting, anomaly
detection, and refining queries.

* The JSON specification allows defining host-specific parameters (IP, hostname, root password, networking, etc.).

* C. Set password to expire on all ESX hosts# Irrelevant to deployment and would cause failures.
