From Passion to Marine Sciences Career
UTT Training Opens Global Research Opportunity

Growing up, Eugenia Thomas
was fascinated by nature
documentaries and the diversity
of marine life. Visits to the
beach, especially Down the
Islands and the Bon Accord
Lagoon, Tobago, captivated her
with their vibrant coral reefs and
diverse species. While the ocean
always provided a sense of calm
and inspiration, witnessing the
impacts of human activities,
particularly  marine litter,
motivated her to help protect
these environments.

Through the Coral Reef Ecology
course of UTT’s B.A.Sc. in Coast
and Ocean Sciences and the
Tropical Marine Ecology course
inthe M.Sc. in Integrated Coastal
and Ocean Management, she
gained valuable knowledge
of  ecosystem dynamics,
resilience, threats, and
management strategies. These
programmes also provided
hands-on experience in coral

reef, mangrove, and seagrass
surveys, laboratory techniques,
and species identification.

One of Eugenia’'s most
memorable field experiences
was a night dive at Store
Bay, Tobago during the Coral
Reef Ecology course, where
she observed stingrays, eels,
Caribbean spiny lobsters, and
sea urchins. Field surveys at
the Bon Accord Lagoon were
also highlights, where she
encountered sea cucumbers,
queen conch, diverse coral and
sponge communities, and reef
fish such as French angelfish and
surgeonfish. These programmes
provided a strong foundation
that supported her progression
to pursue a Master of Philosophy
(M.Phil.) in Deep-Sea Biology.

As a marine biologist
specialising in tropical marine
and deep-sea ecology, Eugenia
has contributed to international
and regional projects across

the United States, Saudi Arabia,
Costa Rica, Grenada, and Brazil.
Her work includes coral reef
and microplastics research,
environmental baseline and
socio-economic  assessments,
laboratory  analyses, and
participation in international
policy meetings and scientific
conferences.

Her advice to future students:
“Take full advantage of the
knowledge, field experience,
and networking opportunities
these programmes provide. The
training and exposure gained
through UTT Marine Sciences
can open doors to careers
in research, environmental
consultancy, and  marine
management. Because of this
programme, | am now able to
conduct ecological surveys,
contribute to environmental
assessments, and participate in
local and international scientific
initiatives.”

UTT Students Lead Sea Turtle Conservation

Hands-on Training Supports National Protection Efforts

In Trinidad and Tobago, five of the
seven existing species of sea turtles
visit our shores, with the most iconic
being the leatherback (Dermochelys
coriacea).With global loss of beaches
and decline in populations, Trinidad
is now the largest nesting site in
the world for leatherbacks. This
means that there is global interest
in the protection of leatherbacks in
Trinidad and Tobago.

Under the Environmental
Management Authority, all five
species of sea turtles are classed as
Environmentally Sensitive Species
(ESS). As part of the curriculum under
UTT’s Marine Sciences Unit, students
are provided training on the biology
and conservation of sea turtles, by
Dr Reia Guppy. Recently, students
carried out on-site training with the
Las Cuevas Eco-Friendly Association,
where they learned to triangulate
nests, underwent simulations to
conduct egg counts, and examined
existing turtle tracks on the beach.

During this exercise in March 2026,
a leatherback nested on a busy area
at the Maracas Beach facility. UTT's

Marine Sciences students, under
the guidance of Ms Arlene Williams,
President of the Las Cuevas Eco-
Friendly Association, participated
in the mapping of the nest, and
cordoning off the area. This was
done to prevent persons driving on
the beach from impacting the nest.

In April, the students will again
undergo hands-on training, this
time with the Grande Riviere Tour
Guide Association. Students will be
given the opportunity to conduct
measurements on the nesting
adults, and learn about sub-dermal
and fin clip tagging, amongst other

skills.

Sea turtle nesting season occurs
annually between March 1 to August

She highlighted the
value of UTT ECIAF Campus, which
provides access to real agricultural
settings, as well as entrepreneurial
training in areas such as business
planning and marketing.

or agri-business creation,” she
explained.

Balancing her various roles,
Trudy exemplifies how discipline,
resilience and practical education
can work together to create
meaningful change.
