The >
character is a redirection operator that redirects the standard output (STDOUT) of a command to a file. If the file does not exist, it
will be created. Ifthe file already exists, it will be overwritten.

The 3> character is not a valid redirection operator. The >& character is a redirection operator that redirects both standard output
(STDOUT) and standard error (STDERR) of a command to a file. The >> character is a redirection operator that appends the
standard output (STDOUT) of a command to a file, without overwriting the existing file contents.

* rpm-F /etc/exports. This command will try to freshen or upgrade the package that contains the file

Jetc/exports, if it is already mstalled2. This command will not output the package name, but rather install the latest version of the
package froma specified source. For exanple:

* rpm -Kl /etc/exports. This command is not valid, as RPM does not have a -Kl option. The -K option is used to verify the
signatures of the RPM package files, not the installed files3. The -1option is used to list the files in a package, not to query the
package name. For example:

* rpm -gp /etc/exports. This command will try to query the package information of the file /etc/exports, as if it was an RPM package
file. This command will not output the package name, but rather an error message, as /etc/exports is not a valid RPM package file.

The HISTFILE environment variable defines in which file the user history is stored when exiting a Bash process. The user history is a
list of commands that the user has entered in the Bash shell. By default, the HISTFILE variable is set to ~/.bash_history, which
means that the history is stored in a hidden file called .

bash history in the user's home directory. The user can change the value of the HISTFILE variable to store the history in a different
file or location. For exanple, the following command will set the HISTFILE variable to ~/my _history:

export HISTFILE=~/my _history

This will cause the history to be stored in a file called my history in the user's home directory. The user can also unset the HISTFILE
variable to disable the history saving feature. For example, the following command will unset the HISTFILE variable:

unset HISTFILE

This will prevent the history from being written to any file when the Bash process exits. The user can view the value of the HISTFILE
variable by using the echo command. For example, the following command will display the value of the HISTFILE variable:

echo SHISTFILE

The output will be something like:

/home/user/.bash_history
